In1920, Ni Chiang-Huai joined a contracting company in a mining district. This means his company received a contract from the holders
of the mining rights to do the actual mining or management work in the mines. According to his surviving journals and other documents
from 1928 to 1939, itis inferred that Ni contracted to operate the following mines.

A) Ruifang Mine No. I Branch Shaft (1938-1942, Keelung Coal Mine Co., Ltd., later renamed Huaishan Coal Mine after World War II)
B) Ruifang Mine No. 3 (1920-1938, Keelung Coal Mine Co., Ltd.)

C) Wudan Mine in Shuangxi (1920-1939, Ushiroku Unlimited Company / Keelung Coal Mine Co., Ltd.)

D) Kanjiao and Ma-sok mines in Wanli (1929-1931, Taiwan Coal Mine Co., Ltd./ Keelung Coal Mine Co., Ltd.)

E) Shidi Mine No. 2, Jingtong (1931, Taiyang Coal Mine Co., Ltd.)

Grand View of Keelung City was published by the Keelung City Government, offering a brief introduction to local scenic spots. Looking
northwest from Mt. Datun toward Keelung Harbor, the picture indicates the trading companies, rivers, wharfs and scenic features in the
harbor’s vicinity, with other cities such as Tokyo, Shanghai and Xiamen shown faraway. It does not serve well as a map, as distances are
not accurately represented. Since the 1920s, Ni Chiang-Huai lived in the area of Takasago Park and Asahi Bridge on the edge of Keelung
Harbor, and in 1935, he bought land on the bank of Tianliao River to build his own estate. Many of the subjects in his paintings can be seen
in this bird's-eye-view picture.

Inspected by the Keelung Fort Command
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Many of Ni Chiang-Huai’s paintings of scenery around Keelung bear
the stamp “Inspected by the Keelung Fort Command,” testifying to
the system of scrutiny he underwent as a painter of daily life. These
inspections were part of a system of secrecy measures imposed on
painting and photography in the vicinity of forts.

Keelung was designated a fortified area due to its port and artillery
installations, which had strategic military significance. Any visual
representation of the area had to be submitted to the Keelung Fort
Command for review. In addition to works of art, even commercially
published items such as postcards featuring local landscapes were
subject to review by military organizations before public release.

Ni’s sketches of Keelung, as well as his works depicting strategically
significant areas like the Houtong mining district, all had to be inspected
and stamped before he was permitted to take possession of them.

Despite the unquestionable inconvenience of this regulatory system
in preparation for war, it highlights the admirable perseverance of Ni
Chiang-Huai, who remained committed to his art despite the constraints.
